	· At the end of the year our bank balance stands at £2521.43 with a cheque for £254.95 outstanding for the trophies and £60.50 being held in cash. 
· Overall we made a profit of £233.41 on the year.

· The club subsidised winter nets again to the tune of £150 but I propose that the club should keep the fee at £2 to encourage members to attend. Thanks are due to Jack Kneeshaw for organising the nets.

· Once again the tour turned a profit for the club (£29.75). Many thanks to Peter Johnson for organising the tour and we hope he will do so again in 2010.

· General costs of running the club were much the same as last year. Again this year we invested in some trophies that will last for many years.
· Membership was up from £185 to £244 and I believe that membership fees were collected from everyone that played regularly.

· The increased match fee meant that we made a profit of £909.50 on matches this season and without any significant increase in running costs expected in 2010 I propose to freeze match fees.
· The only social event of the year was the end of season dinner where we made a small profit of £55. Many thanks to Stuart for making the arrangements with the Red Lion, Darren for the trophies and Jack for the fund-raising on the night.
· We spent £170 on the planning application for the new pavilion, which I am pleased to report was approved. A condition was made that once completed we must remove the container and shed. I expect to take £1,500 from club funds towards the project in 2010 but to complete the project it is essential that we progress ideas tonight to raise a similar amount next year.

I propose that Membership remain at £10. The 10 year membership also being offered at £100 if approved by this meeting. Match fees to remain at £6 (£4 for concessions).
